ranged from $37,500 at Super Bowl |, to around $2.2 million at Super Bowl
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XXXIV in 2000, and by Super Bowl XLIX in 2015, had doubled to around
$4.5 million.

e In 2020 a 30-second commercial reportedly cost between $5 million and
$5.6 million.

e The NFL has a policy against holding Super Bowl games in stadiums that
have a climate of fewer than 50 degrees Fahrenheit unless it is an enclosed
stadium

e Super Bowl XLIX (49) - Seattle Seahawks vs. the New England Patriots
was the most-watched sporting event in U.S. history. 114,442,000 people
tuned in!
